                           Chinese Leader Lays Wreath

                           At Pearl Harbor to Begin Visit

   PEARL HARBOR. Hawaii, Oct. 26‑‑‑With fanfare and symbolism that has been missing from U.S.‑Chinese relations during most of this decade. President Jiang Zemin arrived in the United States today to launch a week‑long visit that includes a Washington summit meant to highlight what he called a 'new stage" in relations between the two countries.

  In his first official act on U.S. soil, Jiang laid a wreath of white carnations at a marble wall inscribed with the names of the 1,177 American servicemen killed aboard the USS Arizona in a sneak attack by Japanese warplanes on Dec. 7, 1941. The somber ceremony was designed at least in part to remind Americans that they once fought and died in a world war beside Chinese allies.

Jiang's schedule includes similar encounters with monuments from this country 's past, including Colonial Williamsburg, Independence Hall in Philadelphia and the country's oldest university. Harvard. But as tin first Chinese leader to active in the United States on a state visit since the crackdown at Tiananmen Square in 1989. he may be met by protests planned against China for its troubled human rights record.

  As Jiang 's Air China jet. a Boeing 747‑400. Banded at Hickam Air Force Base just after 9 a.m., he was met with red‑carpet treatment including full military honors and a 21‑gun salutefrom U.S. Army M‑119s, 105 m m howitzers whose explosions shook the airfield and rolled across the surrounding bay. The full honors of a state visit were one of China 's prerequisites for agreeing to a summit with the United States.

   Jiang, 71. was accompanied by an entourage of about 80 Cheese of  Ficials and reporters, along with his wife, Wang Yeping, who appeared frail. He was greeted by Gov. Benjamin J. Cayetano (D), who later hosted a bunch for Jiang, and Adm. Joseph Prueher
