Sanctions Kill' Since the August 1990, the UN estimates that nearly 1.5 million Iraqis, including about 700,000 children have died as direct result of the UNUS economic sanctions. According to UNICEF, some 4.500 Iraqi children continue to die each month because of the sanctions. One million Iraqi children are now severely malnourished. Countless others are dying from preventable diseases. These children have names: Zahra, Ehafar. Ann. and Nora. The cruel reality is that these kids have been deemed expendable by US and UN. policy makers. The UN Oil for Food" deal has failed to ease the suffering of the Iraqi people. Most equipment and spare parts that Iraq needs to rebuild its infrastructure, which Has destroyed by US bombing in 1991, are prohibited. Water is contaminated. The vast majority of Iraqis live on a semi‑starvation diet and there are major shortages of basic medicines and medical supplies. The sanctions are a weapon of mass destruction which targets the innocent and vulnerable. Meanwhile, as the US military presence in the Persian Gulf is being cut in half, the number of US cruise missiles in the region has been doubled.

This protest is being organized be the Atlantic Life Community, a network of communities and individuals along the East Coast committed to nonviolent action for disarmament, peace and social justice. The ALC, which has long opposed the economic sanctions against Iraq, calls for an immediate end to this genocidal policy. The ALC also calls for a withdrawl of all US military troops and weapons from the Persian Gulf, as well as for the elimination of all weapons of mass destruction everywhere in the world, beginning with the US, the as world's leading nuclear superpower.
